PUBLIC FORUM 
There were ten members of the public present.  Matters raised included the poor condition of the road at Old Road and Bridewell Lane, problems with litter at the Recreation Centre and details of the forthcoming Acle Regatta.

DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST IN ITEMS ON THE AGENDA AND REQUESTS FOR ANY DISPENSATIONS
Rodney Perry, Jackie Clover and Polly Bryant declared a disclosable pecuniary interest in any financial transactions with the Recreation Centre, as Trustees.  John Harriss reminded the meeting that his son lives in Springfield so he has a non-pecuniary interest in that development.

The clerk confirmed that the three new councillors have signed a declaration of acceptance of office and to abide by the Code of Conduct, and have sent register of interest forms to Broadland District Council.  Dispensation forms have been completed for them to be able to discuss the precept.

MINUTES  The minutes of the meetings held on 31st March and 14th April 2014 were agreed to be correct, and were signed by John Harriss as Chairman.
5.
MATTERS ARISING
5.1
Local residents have complained about use of the Bam Nuttall site over Easter; this has been reported to the Broads Authority and BDC Environmental Health.  The Broads Authority has confirmed that planning permission will also be required for the proposed further piling removal.
5.2
The clerk sent details of the community value of Herondale to the court official for the appeal against the listing.  The Council was invited to be joined to the appeal re Herondale but the clerk felt that this would not be of interest. The Council will be invited to attend any hearing that is held.  John Harriss and the clerk met with NCC to discuss their plans for the site which is Housing with Care
5.3
Norfolk Property Services has arranged a public exhibition at the Church Hall for the plans for the land off Norwich Road, for Thursday, 15th May from 3.30 – 7.30 pm.
5.4
The applicant for the improvements at the petrol station has agreed to improve the footway access to the site and to take “appropriate measures” to contain litter within the site.

7.
CORRESPONDENCE

7.1
Acle First Responders have been successful with a grant from the National Lottery to purchase a second kit bag for the Acle group.  They are now fundraising for a defibrillator for this bag, costing £1,494.  It was agreed to give a donation of £300.
7.2
It was agreed to pay for the room hire for the Army Cadets’ Awards Evening in December, costing £59.
7.3
BDC’s Site Allocations Development Plan and Development Management DPD:
Acle is identified as a Key Service Centre and has been allocated a minimum of 100-200 dwellings up to 2026, subject to overcoming sewage capacity constraints.  The Site Allocations DPD lists the four sites previously identified; 5.6 hectares north of Norwich Road, with 120 – 150 homes, 2.0 hectares south of Acle Station allocated for 20 homes with the remainder of at least 1.0 hectare for class B1 employment, 1.0 hectare at the former station yard allocated for small scale employment use, and 1.4 hectares north of Springfield for approximately 30 homes.
The Development Management DPD sets out the generic policies which will be applied across the whole Broadland district.  The Government has set a general presumption in favour of sustainable development.  Developments of more than 5 dwellings will have to contribute to the provision of open space, allotments and recreational space.  
Acle is defined as a Commercial Centre in that it serves a catchment area beyond the immediate locality and contains a diverse range of businesses.  Proposals for changing the use of the ground floor of retail (A1 use) premises within commercial centres will be expected to maintain at least 50% of the non-residential units in the defined centre in class A1 use.

PCSO Paul McAllister sent a report of one crime during April.

Details have been received of the people nominated for the forthcoming European Parliamentary Elections on 22nd May.

7.6
It was agreed to renew the subscription to the East Norfolk Transport Users Association.  It was reported at the recent Public Transport Forum at Acle that they agreed to continue to press for a bus service from Yarmouth to Norwich via Filby, so that Acle Bridge could be linked by public transport.  This was supported by the councillors.
7.7
The clerk reported that parish councils are not eligible for the Employment Allowance despite recent correspondence received that encouraged parish councils to apply.
7.8
The clerk read out a letter of apology from a young person who had damaged a bin and signpost.
7.9 
It was agreed to renew the Premises Licence for the village centre, at a cost of £70 for a year.

PLANNING MATTERS

8.1
Plans discussed at the meeting:

i)
Extension to Cemetery and Playing Field. John Harriss reported on the planning committee meeting. The application for planning permission was approved, subject to a last consultation response.  It was agreed to write to the landowners again to offer to purchase the land.
ii)
Mr & Mrs Calvert, 50 Old Road – two storey side extension, single storey rear extension, dormer to rear and alterations (20140602).  The councillors agreed to object to the plans, as an overdevelopment of the site resulting in an overbearing appearance.
